EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

This Bill seeks to effect a miscellany of amendments to varied enact-
ments and to repeal the Bill of Entry (In Aid of Defence) Levy Act. The
repeal of that Act is a measure by Guyana towards implementing the
obligations undertaken under Article 15 of the Treaty establishing the
Caribbean Economic Community.

In amending the Post Office Savings Bank Act, the limitation imposed
by the proviso to subsection (1) of section 11 6. iial Act to the effect
that sums on deposit may not wholly be invested in Guyana will no longer

apply.
The amendment relating to the Labour Act would enable the Agri-

cultural Assessors of the Ministry of Labour to exercise similar powers
conferred by that Act upon Labour Officers.
