Answer: The last effort to repair the toilet
facilities was done to carry out water
supply improvements. But again the
District Engineer has advised us that
whenever the work is done there is
destruction of these said facilities
and so it is difficult for them to
stay in good repair for any long period
of time., However, the Ministry of
Works, Hydraulics and Supply and the
Community Development Department are
now involved in the entire exercise
and it is being impressed on the
residents that their willingness to
do some of this work by self-help might
prove a useful way to prevent the
destruction by people.
