AND WHEREAS no objection to the proposed construction ·md 
widening of the portions of the roads aforesaid has been delivered to the 
Chief Works and Hydraulics Officer in accordance with Sub-section 2 of 
the said section. 

NOW THERKFORE, notice is hereby given that in accordance with 
Sub-section 3 of the said Section, the President in pursuance of the 
powers vested in him by such Sub-section and of all other powers enabling 
him thereunto, has determined that the said portions of the Public Roads 
abovementioned shall be constructed and widened to the extent proposed 
as aforesaid.
