Order of the British Empire, Governor and Commander in Chief in and over the 
Colony .of British Guiana is absent from the Colony by his departure therefrom. ou 
the 20th day of October, 1962; 

AND WHEREAS Her Majesty has been pleased, by Instructions given through 
the Secretary of State for the Colonies, to designate Dermod Art Pelly Murphy, 
Esquire, Commainder of the Most Distinguished Order of Saint Michael and Saint 
George, Officer of the Most Excellent Order of the British Empire, to perform the 
iunctions of ·the· office of Governor on the depairture of His Excellency Sir Ralph 
Francis Alnwick Grey aforesaid;
