AND WHEREAS due to the prorogation and dissolution of the 10th Parliament, the Minister of Finance was unable to lay before the National Assembly the Estimates of Revenue and Expenditure for the year 2015;


AND WHEREAS the Government of Guyana is desirous of the Estimates of Revenue and Expenditure for the year 2015 be presented and considered in the National Assembly on or before 1st September, 2015;


AND WHEREAS the suspension of Standing Order No. 9 will allow the Government to present and conclude consideration of the 2015 Estimates of Revenue and Expenditure by the time mentioned herein,


BE IT RESOLVED:

That the National Assembly agrees to suspend Standing Order No. 9 in order to allow the 2015 Estimates of Revenue and Expenditure to be presented and considered on or before 1st September, 2015.

4. REPRESENTATION ON SECTORAL COMMITTEES

BE IT RESOLVED:

That Standing Order No. 86(2) be amended to read that representation on the Sectoral Committees should be calculated in accordance with the seat allocation to the Political Parties in Parliament; and



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:

That Standing Order No. 86(2) be amended to read that, “each Committee shall consist of seven (7) Members, four (4) representing the Government and three (3) representing the Opposition, to be nominated by the Committee of Selection.  The Government and Opposition shall be entitled to elect one alternate Member for each Sectoral Committee. (See Appendix)
