WHEREAS the supply of electricity is an essential service
for the well being of citizens of Guyana as far as their social, economic
and environmental development are concerned;
AND WHEREAS every consumer has a right to self generate,
and the utility is required to consider proposals from others to meet
its projected generation needs but the utility has the monopoly to
market electricity to the public;
AND WHEREAS the Government recognizing the need for
the sustainability of the utility to be assured, put in place a certain and
transparent procedure for the annual review of rates to satisfy the needs
of an efficiently and effectively run utility;
AND WHEREAS the Government has expressed its dissatisfaction
with any rate increase resulting from poor performance of the utility:
RESOLVED,
That this National Assembly urge the
Public Utilities Commission to examine and
remedy issues of non performance on the part
of the utility.
