WHEREAS the working classes of Guyana have no other option but to
rely on the public transportation service provided by mini-buses to get to and
fro for all purposes;
AND WHEREAS this service is viewed as falling far short of minimum
standards of safety, courtesy and recognition of the rights of consumers using the
service;
AND WHEREAS the Guyana Police Force has recently taken steps to
bring operators in the sector under the ambit of the law.
RESOLVED,
That this National Assembly recognises the need for
a policy to be crafted and appropriate regulation instituted
in consultation with operators in the sector, consumers and
other stakeholders to introduce best practices and systems for
the safe, efficient and fair operation of the sector.
