RESOLUTION NO. 13
WHEREAS the Agreement between the Government of the Co-operative Republic
of Guyana and the Government of the United States of America concerning cooperation to
Suppress Illicit Traffic by Sea and Air 2001 was concluded in April, 2001;
AND WHEREAS the Agreement has as its principal objective the suppression and
eradication of the illicit trafficking in narcotics by sea;
AND WHEREAS the Agreement seeks to reduce the ability of illicit narcotics
traffickers to elude maritime law enforcement agencies within and outside the territorial
waters of Guyana as well as to strengthen Guyana's maritime law enforcement capabilities
in this area;
AND WHEREAS the 1961 Single Convention on Narcotics Drugs and its 1972
Protocol, the 1971 United Nations Convention Against Illicit Drugs and Psychotropic
Substances and the 1982 United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea recognise that
effective measures against abuse of narcotic drugs require co-ordinated and universal action
through international co-operation,
AND WHEREAS the Agreement seeks to further international co-operation in the
fight against the illegal narcotics trade as well as to strengthen and enhance legal measures
for international co-operation in criminal matters for suppressing illicit traffic by sea:
RESOLVED,
That this National Assembly approve of the decision of the Government of
Guyana to become party to the aforementioned Agreement.
