WHEREAS the Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production
and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and their Destruction was concluded at Oslo on
September 18, 1997 and opened for signature in Ottawa, Canada on December 2, 1997;
AND WHEREAS the Government of Guyana signed the Convention on December
1997:
AND WHEREAS the Government of Guyana supports the international effort to put
an end to the use of landmines, a practice which not only contradicts the provisions of
international humanitarian law, but also causes serious and unnecessary suffering to non-
combatants, particularly children:
RESOLVED,
That this National Assembly hereby agrees to the Secretary General of the
United Nations being informed of Guyana's intention to ratify the Convention on the
Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines
and their Destruction by the deposit of an appropriate Instrument of Ratification.
