1. This Act may be cited as the Wages Counci:ls (Amend­
ment) Act 1978. 

2. The Princip'al Act is hereby amended by the insertion

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM 

This Bill seeks to amend the Wages Councils Act (Chapter 98:04) to 
confer additional powers on the Minister assigned respon�:bility for matters 
relating to labour to make wages regtilation orders regulating the wages 
payable to wor,kers engaged in any occupation, without having recourse to 
appointing a wages council under Part I of the Act for the purpose of making 
wages regulation proposals prelimina,ry to the making .of a wages regulation 
order under section 10 of the Act.
