EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

The existing limitations on the amount of money which may be withdrawn
from the Consolidated Fund to carry on public services pending the enactment
of the Appropriation Act for ‘the financial year in question have produced
serious difficulties. Clause 2 of this Bill accordingly seeks to remove those
limitations. . However, full financial control by the National Assembly will be
retained by virtue of the requirement under section 24(2) of the Financial
Administration and Audit Act, Cap. 73:01, for any sums so withdrawn to be
accounted for in accordance with the provisions of the Appropriation Act.
