In addition the sum of $899,315 in respect of C.D. & W. Schemes not re-
imbursed within the year was due to the Fund.

During the year the Development Fund was financed from another source
viz the United Nations Special Fund. By agreement the United Nations Spe-
cial Fund is to reimburse this Government the external costs estimated at
$153,000. U.S. of the Georgetown Bar Siltation & Erosion Study. The actual
expendlture on the external costs to 31st December was $151,988 of which
$150,865 would after allowing for exchange costs be reimbursed by the Special
Fund. @ The amount reimbursed at the close of the financial year was
$46,830 leaving a balance of $104,035.

The rise from $2,105,755 at 31/12/59 to $2,655,431 at 31/12/60 in the

capital deficiency of the Bank was due to depreciation of investments held by the
Bank.

19. The Funded Public Debt at the commencement of 1960 totalled
$89,668852.

The Exchequer loan of $26,400,000 approved in 1958 was fully issued by the
end of 1959; The capital repayment on this loan up to the 31st December, 1960 was
$646,277 leaving a balance of $25,753,723. An additional Exchequer loan of
$19,200,000 repayable by equated annuities over a period of 25 years was
promised to meet expenditure under the Development Programme 1960/62. The
total issues in 1960 on this loan amounted to $8,004,000. The total outstanding
Debt in respect of Exchequer loans at 31st December, was $33,757,723.

Ordinance No. 30 of 1960—Loan (Electricity) Ordinance authorised the
raising of a loan of $1,200,000 from Barclays Overseas Development Corporation
Ltd. to be applied towards the purchase of all issued shares of the Demerara
Electric Co. Ltd. with interest at 7% and payable quarterly on the last days ot
March, June, September, December each year. The loan is; to be repaid in one
amount at the expiration of ten years from the 31st December 1960, i.e. the date
on which the loan was made.

In addition to the repayment in respect of the Exchequer Loan already
mentioned and repayment of $52,564 of the Colonial Development and Wel-
fare Loans, the loans raised by the Crown Agents under the Intercolonial
.oans Scheme 3% stock of $1,230,588 was redeemed during the year. The
Public Debt at 31st December, 1960 therefore amounted to $97,081,555
exclusive of the liability in rtespect of the outstanding Railway Permanent
Annuities and Perpetual Stock involving an annual charge of $84,378.

As stated in paragraph 17 the proportion of Public Debt which represents
recoverable loans made by the Central Government to Local Authorities etc., at
31st December, amounted to $5,270,675. Of this sum $2,013,583 had been re-
covered at 31st December, 1960. Details are at Statement II (7).

21. The Sinking Fund for the redemption of the Public Debt totalled

$11,661,514 the investments having a mean market value of $9,388,984 at 31st
December.

IMMIGRATION AND COLONIZATION FUNDS

22. The Balances at the credit of the Immigration and the Colonization
Funds at the close of the year amounted to $171,689 and $17,050 respectively.
The transactions are recorded in Statements X & XI.

GENERAL

23. I should like to place on record my appreciation of the part played by
the Director of Audit in improving the accounting records and procedures in the
Departments.

24, Mr. C. L. Kranenburg, Accountant General retired from the Public
Service with effect from 30th April, 1960, after 43 years of meritorious service
all of which was spent in the Treasury. Mr. C. M. Fraser acting Commissioner
of Housing was appointed Accountant General with effect from 1st May, 1960
but continued to act as Commissioner of Housing. One can well imagine the
severe loss the Department suffered by Mr. Kranenburg’s retirement. This loss
was greatly aggravated by the fact that the Department was without the ser-
vices for most of the year of about seven officers from the grade of Assistant Ac-
countants upwards and that about 40 per cent of a staff of 48 officers were
with less than 4 years service. However I should like to state that the staff
continued to work lovally and willingly.

Government has also guaranteed a short term overdraft of $2,000,000.00 to the B.G. Rice Development Co., Ltd. by Barclays Bank, D.C.O. and Royal Bank of Canada.
