INTRODUCTION 

2. IJ'he department continued as in the past tJ) 
operate raHway, shipping, road transport and harbour 
services. 

~ - •• • ·- w- •• 

3. Neither the patte1n of these services nor 
the tariff charges in respect of them was dictated 
purely by reasons of economics •;:i,r of efficiency. Many 
of the serv:ces exist to provide essential communica­
tions links with small remote centres of population 
and the tariffs, which have in any event no,t been 
filtered for more than ten years, reflect not so . much 
the econom:c cost of providing the service concerned 
as the agreed policy of the Government that basic 
transportation services must be provided at rates which 
are considered to be within the means of the travelling 
public. 

4. The question whether raitway services 
sh011ld ·be replaced by ro,ad transport remained ,m­
resolved with the result that :t continued to be the 

. case that funds were not available for the purchase 
of sorely needed new equipment. This circumstance 
necessitated the retention in serv:ce of equipment 
which is for the mq,t part uneconomic to' operate 
being so .old as to render the costs of maintenance 
and repa:r excessive, and unless new equipment is 
provided urgently, existing railway se!rvices will 
have to be curtailed. 

GENERAL SURVEY 

5. Passenger tra:n journeys on the East and 
West Coast Railways for 1962 totalled 4,043,701 as 
compared with 3,822,412 during the previous year, 
r eflecting a 6% increase in coaching ut:lisation. 

6. 'I'he a·cute shortage Pf vehicles and motive 
power for operating passenger train s-ervJ.ces was a 
scJ:1rce of great concern throughout the year. The 
volume of passenger traffic during the peak periods 
did not permit adequa{e maintenance cd' the eng:nes 
and vehicles, and the limited number of locomotives 
and coaching vehicles ·had to be kept in service in 
poor condition. .Th e :result was that .time-keeping . _ . 
was adversely affected - only 31 % b:f the trains 
r unning to schedule. It will be necessary to curta] 
services in the near future unless new equipment 

· can be procu red. 

7. It ,was\ fou:nd :necessary to ourta,il a few 
railway services dur:ng the yeai;- in order to prevent 
break-downs which would have resulted from the 
continued use of old worn-oµt equipment. 'I'he stage 
ha3 been reached when it is absolutely necessary to 
purchase new locomot:ves and rolling stock for ,1,·ach 
line and in this respect the Department approached 
the United States Agency for International Develpp­
ment, the Crown Agents, the Lehmann Corporation 
and the Australian, Russian and German Trade 
l\Lssions which visited British Guiana in 1962. 

8. · - The Recurrent Estin1ate Funds were inade­
quate for p roper maintenance of the permanent way 
and structures. 'I'he sum required for adequate 
maintenance is eslimated to be approximately $355,000 
per. annum, but C(n account of the cut-back in Deve­
lopment funds, only $56,042 was actually spent. 

Ballasting operations were hampered by the short­
age of rolling stock for transpol'\ting ballast. 

9. During the year it was found possible to 
cater fbr some. of the neecls of the travelling public. 

Drinking water which in the past was put at t he dis-. 
posal /Of first class passengers on Berbic_e trains only, 
was exte1:.ded to meet the requirements of third class 
passengers. 

·10. The platform of the Georgetown RaJ.way 
station was also extended and more seats were pro­
vided in the waiting room in iorder to alleviate the 
congest:on caused by passengers crowding on to the 
platform to a,vait trains. 

11 A better service was also provided for 
school children who detrained at Albert Street 
crossing in the m,o:rnl.ngs -in. order• to -:rea'ch· school 'on 
t:me. In the past these children had to use George­
town or Kitty -Sta-tion in order to reach -their -homes 
before daTk but now on e of the trains ; c_C\t}lmonly 
called 'the school children's train' stops for them at 
Albert Street crossing in the aftern,O\Qn s.

12. A cattle 'pen and ramp were erected at 

Burma Station in order to facilitate the transport of 
cattle to and from that area. 

13. Increases in passenger traffic were recorded 
on the majority of ~ndiyidual shipping and ferry ser­
vices, but slight decreases were obtained on the Bar­
tica, Porneroon and North ·west Serv:ces. See Appert• 
dix 11. '!'here were 55,271 less passenger journeys on 
the Demerara Ferry Serv,ice. 

14. Better arrangements for the transport of 
cattle from Essequibo to Georgetown were also put 
into effect with the result that cattle dealers were ~n 
a position to market their 1:vestock much earlier than. 
was poss:ble in tlie past. 

15. The handling of plantains at Parika was ::.m­
proved :n th.:., b.mche:; were loaded into cargo trays 
and placed in rail wagons as well as on steamer for 
travel to Georgetown. This resulted :n saving in t irr>.e 
and less damage to farmers' produce through h aµdl~ng. 

16. During the year, Goods Trains wer e opera­
ted for the L.rst time on a scheduled time-table. Form­
e,dy these trains worked w,ithout a schedule with the 
result that operating costs were very b:.:.gh··partieularly 
in respect.of .1.ivertime. With the 1.ntroduction of a 
time-table the operat:ng costs of these trains has been 
cut and shows a very healthy piotiure. It can be said 
that the year's reduction of $170,000. :n the operating 
deficit for the previous year is attributable to the econ­
omic working of Goods Tra:ns and to the heavy rice 
shipments which were made between · Burma and 
Georgetown on a crash programme basis. 

17. The total tonnage of cargo carr:ed on th e 
combined Railway and shipping Services dur:ng 1962 
was 136,789 tons as compared w:th 193,332 l!ons carried 
in 1;:)61. The fall-off in traffic is at tributable to less 
r:ce. being transported in our vessels as a. r~3ult of .a 
decision by the Transport Workers' Un1on not to 
handle rice for the Brit:sh Guiana Rice Marketing 
Board, following a disptue be tween the Board and 
rival Union organisations. 

RE,TENUE AND EXPENDITURE 

18. The provisional financ:al results of opera­
tions for the year 1962 are :rJow to hand, subject. to 
relatively m:nor adjustments for any Crown Agents 
charges l]or 1962 that may not yet have been received 
in the Department and subject also to final r eoonoilia ­
tion with 'the T.reasury, :ncluding the posting of in­
terest charges. For purposes of compairison it is of 
;interest to note that :n spite o! a short-fall in revenue 
tj) the extent of $48,271. as a result of the February 
strike, the provisional net deficiency for 1962 ·is 
$2,059,391, representing a saving of $139,910 on the 
sum of $2,199,301 p rovided as the deficit in the 1962 
Expenditure Estimates. But the actual sav:.ng is more 

. than this for the resaon that operating economies made 
it poss~ble to meet the Department's unbudgeted salar­
ies revision payments for 1962, totalling $99,741, 
witlJout the need for spec.:.al Supplementary Provision 
for the purpose. The-true saving to Government then 
on the Transport Services for 19€1 ;_ the aggregate of 
the actual saving of $139,910. on the ,.,1 oted nett defici-

,. 
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ency plus the unbudgeted Salaries Revision payments 
of $99,741, that is to say, a total of $239,651; or in 
round figures nearly a quarter of a million dollars. 
The final deficit for 1961 was $2,436,095: The pro­

visional 1962 deficit represents therefore a decrease of 

2 

$376,704: on the deficit for 1961, representing the 
largest decrease to be recorded in th e nett deficiency 
from one year to another at any time over the past few 
years,. (and possibly at any time since the Department 
was established.)

19. Compared with the previous year, increased 
revenue earnings were recorded under all heads ex­
cept, parcels miscellane:ous and mails. 'I'he increases 
were :n respect of passengers and goods and were 
contributory factors to the highest ever reciorded 
railway revenue of $965,000. 

20. Passenger train journeys for the year 1962 
totalled 2,268,5-11 as compared with 2,102,014 during 
the previous year, reflecting an 8% increase in coach­
ing uUisation.

21. II'he total tonnage of Goods traffic carr ied on 
this line during 1962 was 54,958 tons, that is, 2,366 tons 
more than in 1961. The cargo included 24,714 tons mo­
lasses anci 26,409 tons of rice into Georgetown and 2,501 
tons lo:f shop goods from Geor getown. "I'he tonnage for 
lasses was about 6% less than in the previous year, 
while rice traffic (on account of a good rice crop and 
expand:ng overseas markets) was 43% higher. As a 
result of the increase in rice traffic better utilisation of 
waggons was afforded, resulting in a reduction of 
empty mileace.

22. The We."t Coast Railway enjoyed its best 
ever year from the point rof view of revenue. The ex­
penditure Lgure also was 5% lower than the previous 
year while the operating deficit dropped by 17 % . 

23. Passenger traffic was again the chief re-
venue earner. A record number of 1,775,160 passengers 
calculated on the basis of passenger journeys paid 
~373,191. • As in recent years, most of the passenger 
trains were over-crowded and apart from special t rains 
to W.:.ndsor Forest to, relieve the congestion during 
the mO'l·ning and evening peak periods, other trains 
had to be strengthened w~th additional coaches at 
Windsor Forest and Hague as a regular practice. H 
will be observed from Appendix I that passenger 
traffic has shiown a steady :ncrease since 1953. In 
fact, the 1962 figure of 1,775,160 passenger journeys 
is over 115 % higher than in 1953, 58 % higher than in 
Hl57 and 3•;1., higher than in 1961. 

24. Disappointingly, goods traffic dropped from 
22,530 t ons in 1961 to 21,823 tons, the contributory 
factor being a decrease in molasses traffic by approxi­
mately, 1,500 tons and shop goods by 642 tons. The 
decrease in molasses traffic is directly attributable to a 
de:fkiency in OO[ facilities at Vreed-en-hoop. The bay

at Vreed-en-Hoop and the approaches, which the 
molasses punts use to take delivery of the 
molasses from railway tank wagons, wer.e subject to 
an increase in accretion from the latter par t of 1961. 
and ~t wa.; not possible for punts to use the bay except 
at Spring tides. This caused the Estate to divert some 
of the traff:c from rail 1Jo their own punts during 
the neaps for carriage round the coast by sea. 'Ihis pro­
blem is being .:.nvestigated (this year) to see what re­
medial me;asures can be adopted.

26. It can be seen from Table III above that the 
total r evenue for shipping and £e:-,:y services dropped 
from $1,526,000 in 1961 to $1,472,00 in 1962 and that 
expenditure al·;o dropped from $2,529,00,Q to $2,434,000 
resulting in an operating defic:t of $962,000 which is 
4 % lower than the previous year's figure. 

27. Revenue on the Shipping and Ferry Services 
was lower than in the previous year. This is attribut­
able to a decline in passenger traffic as a result of the 
general str;ke m Febrwuy and l;o the lower tonnages 
of rice transported by our vessels as a result of the 
deoision by the Transport Workers' Union not to 
handle rice far the Rice Marketing Board during a 
dispute between the Rice Board and rival Union 
organisations. 

28. The Department carried 110,008 tons cargo 
on the combined shipping and ferry serv:ces during 
i 962, i.e. approxin1ately 8,202 tons less than in 1961. 
This was the result c,f decreases on five otl: the .indl­
vidual services. These services were the Berbice 
Ferry, the Adventure cargo, the Pomeroon River, the 
Berbice River and the New Amsterdam car6o. The 
heavy decrease ,in tonnages on two of the principal 
cargo services, the Adventure and New Amsterdam 
cargo--3,75;: anci 5,971 >tons respective,ly, was the :~e­
sult of less rice being carried in our bottoms for the 
Rice Marketing Board for reasons already stated. 1I'he 
con,parative statement of tonnage carried since 1959 
shows that there have been significanlt increases on 
these two services between 1959 and 1961 and that the 
increa,se of 8,957 tons or 38.5 % on the New Amsterdam 
Cargo Service in 1961 was the most substantial so far. 

29. The withdrawal cf the s. s. "Tarpon"' from 
service altogether after her voyage to the North West 
District on 7th June, 1962, contributed to the control of

expenditure on the Shipping Services. ThiE thirty­
three year old vessel was, like many others of the 
T. & H. D. fleet, o](d and in bad condition. She has 
never been rebuilt and consequently was the most 
costly of the ships to operate and maintain. 

30. Some progress was made on the moderni• 
sa·cior, of the Demerara Ferry Terminals on either 
side of the Demerara River, but the project was not 
completed in 1962 for want of funds. At the George­
town. Ferry Stelling separate lanes for passeng_e~ a~d 
vehicular traffic were provided in order to mmmuse 
delays and interruption to other traffic. Also, the pas­
senger and vehicular gangways on overhead gantries 
were synchronised and electrically operated. It was 
originally intended that these-- gangways should be 
manually operated but thanks to the ingenuity of the 
Chief Mechanical Engineer a motor was fitted and 
the work done electrically thus pr.omoting savings in 
labour aosts and a quicker turn-round of the ferry 
ship. 

.11. During the year the ce,nstruction of a new 
stelling at Hog Island in the Essequibo was completed. 

32 Also the new passenger and vehicular 
ferry ship for the Essequibo River Service, the m. v. 
"Malali" which in 1961 was awarded by contract to 
Messrs Sprostons Limited (a firm of local Ship­
l:/uilders) was completed. This vessel was put into ser­
v ice on the Essequibo River HJute from 21st December 
1962, and is similar in size and design to the two new 
ferry ships m . v. "Makouria" and m. v. "Torani'' 
which were built in 1959 and 1960 respectively for 
th ,~ Demerara and Berbic<?. Ferry Services. II'he 
"Malali can accommodate 1,100 passengers on two 
decks and 3Ll cars on the l!ower deck. It has a service 
speed of 11.25 knots.

33. It will be seen from the financial results 
f,or 1962 in Table IV above that in spite of a drop in 

'4 

revenue there has been a decrease in the oper ating 
deficit for the previous year. The demand for this 
service fluctuates according to the production of gold 
and diamonds and the discovery of new areas :f!or 
mining; hence it is difficult to pl,an t r ansport require­
ments for it. Ex penditure on thP. service for 1962 was 
below the 1961 figure by $32,507. Passenger journeys 
dropped from 6.203 to 5,917 and cargo from 1,658 
tons to 1,572 tons.

34. The Transport and Harbours Department 
operates a compulsory pilotage service in George­
town and New Amsterdam harbours and in the Es­
sequibo River as far as the small town CY.f Bartica. 
The Department also enacts Harbours Regulations 
and receives payment of tonnage and light dues and 
pilotage fees. •Ihe number of pilotage operations .re­
corded in 1962 was 2,883 and the Table belo,w shows 
the number of vessels on which light and tonnage 
dues were collected.

ment from 23rd March, 1962, vice Cot G. B. Thom­
son, who proceeded on pre-retirement leave and 
was confirmed in the post of Genera'l Manager, •rran­
sport and Harbours Department with effect from 
20th September, 1962. 

37. The Department secured the services of a 
Marine Engineer Mr. J. McLeish Urquhart of Scot­
land who arrived in British Guiana on the 1st June, 
19fi2, for a three year appointment on L'J,ntract with 
the Transport & Harbours Department in the newly 
created post of Marine Engineer. 

38. In the capacity of Marine Engineer, rrran-
sport and Harbours Department, Mr. Urquhart will 
be responsible to the Chief Mechanical Engineer for 
\operations at the Transport and Harbours Depart-

(Marine) the local officer who was in charge of the 
operations at the Dockyard until recently, proceeded 
ito the United Kingdom to pur sue studies in Mar ine 
Engineering at Stow College, Glasgow, Scotland. 

40. Mr. O. K. Yhap, a Graduate of the Insti-
tute of Civil Engineers was appointed to act Civil 
Engineer, Railways, with effect from 29th May, 1962, 
vice Mr. C. E. Laigh,t on pre-retirement leave. 

41. Mr. L. C. McWatt, first class Pilot , was 
appointed to act Harbour Master from 6th April, 1962 
vice Captain J. R. Knott on leave. 

42. Chief Pilot A. S. Mittelholzer proceeded 
on twelve months pre-retirement leave from 1st 
January, 1962. 

TRAINING: 

43. As part of a drive to provide more 
courteous find efficient service to t he public, Barrier 
Gatemen attended a one-day training course at 'l'ran­
sport and Harbours Departmen t Headquarters. A 
similar course was held for Guards and Pursers and 
another for Booking-Office Clerks was held on the 
20th July, 1962. It is pro~osed to continue t h is course 
until it has reached alil staff of the Depar tment w ho 
are brought into contact with the public during the 
course of their duties. 

PERSONNEL: 

44. An overall picture of sick leave for mon thly 
ly employees reveals a 25% reducition in the year 1962 
when compared with 1961 figures. 

•i5. The number of pr omotions during t he year 
totalied eighty-four while there were six ty eight re 
i,ignations from the service and t wo t ransfers to the 
classified service. 

'±6. Disciplinary proceedings were instituted 
against no less than seventy employees of all categp­
r ies during the year. 

INDUSTRIAL RELATIONS: 

47. Apart from the general strike in F ebruary, 
1962, there was only one stoppage of work dur ing 1962. 
This occurred at t he Dockyard on 17th A,pril, 1962. 

48. Management and Union met on twelve oc-
casions a1)d disposed of four m atters.
