'wHERE.AS a conference of Ministers of bauxite producing 
countries was held at Conaki"Y fron 5th to 8th �mch, 1974, at 
the invitation of the Governnent of the Republic of Guinea for 
the purpose of preparing an Agreenent for the establishnent of 
an International Bauxite Association to further the interests 
of Bauxite producing countries; 

AND TIHERE.AS the countries-represented at the Conference 
were Australia, Guinea, Guyru1a, Janaica, Sierra Leone, Surinnn 
and Yugoslavia; 

AND llHEREAS the Conference agreed on the text of the 
Agreenent for the establishnent of the International Bauxite 
Association; 
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J\ND �IBREAS the Agreenent ,ins opened for signature at 
Conala.-y in the Republic of Guinea by the duly accredited 
representatives of those countries participating in the 
Conference; 

AND iJIIEREAS the duly accredited representatives of the 
countries represented at the Conference signed the Final Act 
of the Conference at Conala.-y in the Republic of Guinea on 
8th March, 1974; 

J\ND ·;iREREAS the Governnent of Guyana on behalf of Guynna 
intends to sign ru1d ratify the Agreeoent in accordance with 
the provisions of the Agreeoent: 

BE IT RESOLVED: 

That this National Assenbly approve of the 
action to be taken by the Governoent of Guyana 
to enable Guyana to becone a Menber of the 
International Bcuxite Association.

(i) an ���loyee who at the date of his retireoent
holds "an approved appointnent", and hns se:i..--ved
in an approved appointnent for at lenst twa.nty (20)
continuous years innediately preceding the date of
his retirenent will be eligible for an ru.mual
allowance; and

(ii) with effect froo 1st July, 1973, an enployee to'
whon an annual allowance is granted nay be paid,
at his option, an allowance at the rate of three­
fourths of the allo,1ru1ce payable in terns of the
Resolutions toGether vii th a gratuity equal to
twelve and one-half tines the anount by which
such allowance is reduced;
