QUESTIONS TQ MINISTERS

UESTION NO

Mr, Balchand Persaud asked the Minister of Communications
the following question:

Question: (i) Is the Minister aware that the Thursday
New Amsterdam/Kwakwani River service
has no postal service?

(ii) Will he indicate how early such a service
will be provided?

(iii) Will the Minister indicate how early a
larger vessel will be provided to ease
the congestion on this river service?

The Minister of Communications gave the following reply:

Answer: (i) It is not true that the Thursday New
Amsterdam/Kwakwani River Service has no
postal seryice, There is a limited
service on the launch which includes the
selling of stamps and Postal Orders, the
registration of letters, the resceipt and
delivery of letters.

(ii) In view of answer given at (i) no reply is
necessary

(iii) I am satisfied that the capacities of
the vessels operating the Berbice River
Service are more than adequate to satisfy
the demand. In addition to the boat and
launch services, passenger and freight
can move on the schedule operations of
Guyana Airways Corporation, and consequently
I do not consider it necessary to provide a
larger vessel for that service,
