DEMANDS the immediate withdrawl from 
the thrritory of Guinea of all fGreign 
armed forces engaged in aggression against 
the people and territory of the Republic; 

WELCOMES the action taken by the 
Security Council in response to the protests 
to the United Nations from the President 
of the Republic of Guinea, and calls upon 
the United Nations to take all further ste;)s 
necessary to bring an end to the violation of 
the territorial integrity of the Republic of 
Guinea.
