ORDINANCE FOR THE PURPOSE OF IMPROVING THE SUPER­
ANNUATION BENEFITS OF TEACHERS.

The Bill was read a second time.

In Committee 

Clauses l to 5 were passe~ as printed. 

Clause 6 The following arnendmen~ by the Minister 
of Education was put and carried; 

Substitution of the word "s ixty" for 
the word "fifty-five" in paragraph (b).

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Clauses 7 to 10 were passed as printed. 

Clause 11 The following amendments by the Minister of 
Education were put and carried: 

(a) Substitytion of the following subsection for 
subsection (2) -

"(2) The provisions of the Principal Ordinance, 
as amended by sections 3, 4, 5, 6 (othe~ 
than paragraph (a), and paragraph (d) in 
so far as it relates to the enactment of 
section 7(4) of the Principal Ordinance), 
7 and 9, shall apply to every teacher 
whose name is in the Teachers Pension 
Register at the time of the enactment of 
this Act, unless he intimates in writing 
to the Chief Education Officer not later 
than the expiration of one year commenc­
ing with the enactment of this Act that 
he desires that the provisions of the 
Principal Ordinance shall continue tc 
apply to him as they applied prior to 
their amendment by the provisions of 
this Act hereinbefore mentioned in this 
subsection."; 

(b) Substitytion of the following subsection for 
subsection (3) -

"(3} The provisions of the Principal Ordinance, 
as emended by sections 3 and 6(c), shall 
epply to every teacher whose name was in 
the Teachers Pension Register on lat 
January, 1961, or entered therein on or 
after that date and who -

(a) retired as a teacher or from the 
public service after lat January, 
1961, but before the enactment of 
this Act; 

(b) retired as a teacher or from t~e 
public service after lat January, 
1961, and who died before the 
enactment of this Act."; 

(c) Insertion of the word "is" immediately af'ter the 
word "name" in paragraph (a) of subsection (4); 

(d) Substitution of the words "in its application to 
a teacher shall be deemed to have come into 
operation on lst October, 1964 and" for the 
words "(as applied to a teac~er by section TC 
of the Principal Ordinance)" in subsection (6); 

(e) Deletion of the words "of paragraph (a) or (b}" 
from subsection (T). 

Clause 11 wa!!I then passed as amended. 

Assembly resumed. 
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On a motion by the Minister of Education, the Bill was read 
the third time and pessed as amended in Committee.
