The following amendment by Mr. Reepu Daman 
Persaud was put and negatived: 

Substitution of the words "two or more 
newspapers" for the words "one 
newspaper" in the fifth line of 
subsection ( 1), 
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Claµse 15 was then passed as amended. 

Clause 16 was passed as printed. 

Clause 17 - Mr. Reepu Daman Persaud moved the following 
amendment: 

Substitution of the words "not exceeding 
two hundred" for the words "of two 
thousand" in the fifth line. 

The amendment was under consideration when the time for 
the suspension of the sitting was reached.

Clauses 1 to 9 were passed as printed. 

Clause 10 - The following amendments by the Minister of 
Finance were put and carried: 

(i) Substitution of the words "Validating and 
saving provisions" for the word "Valida­
tion" in the marginal note; 

(ii) Renumbering of clause 10 as clause 10(1) 
and addition of the following subsection 
as subsection (2) -

" (2) Any refund of contributions made 
before the commencement of this Act to 
a person who had ceased to be an officer, 
or to his legal personal representative 
in case of his death, contrary to the 
provisiuns of section 1 or 8 of the 
Principal Ordinance shall be deemed to 
have been lawfully made, and the 
directors may, after SJ'Ch commencement, 
in their discretion, make a refund of 
contributions to a person who, prior 
to such commencement had ceased to be 
an officer, or to his legal personal 
representative in case of his death, 
where the officer had failed to submit 
himself for a medical exnmination within 
the prescribed period for the; purpose of 
becoming a contributor. "

Assembly r e sumed. 

On a motion by the Minister of Fin~nce, the Bill was read 
the third tim8 and passed as amende d in Committee.
