BE IT RESOLVED that thi Council condemns the 
policy of racial segregati n enforced by the South 
African Government and places ori record its abhorrence
of the attitude adopted to the vnrious races in the 
pursuit of this policy whi h is likely to affect 
adversely t he amicable rel tions existing amonsst 
the peo ples of this Colony and of other mixed
communities; 

J.ND BE IT FURTMR RESOL�D that this Council 
respectfully prays His Excellency the Governor to 
transmit a copy of this Reqolution to the Secretary 
of state for the Colonies nd to the United Nations 
urging that steps be taken by the United Nations 
to persuade · the Sou th l.frican Government to desist 
from such a disastrous cou 1se and to adopt a policy 
towards all races in South ii.frica in keeping with 
the Declaration of Human R ghts. 
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Dr. Jagan moved the follov.ing amendment which was
seconded by Mr. Kendall1-. 

HJJD BE IT FURTHER RESO VED that this Council 
recommends to Government the immediate cessation
of all trade with the Unidn of South Africe.
