STATEMENT BY MEMBER .. OF EXECUTIVE COUNCIL 
Behaviour of Mounted Police at Public Meeting. 

The Chief Secretary referred to the publication in 
the Guiana Graphic of Wednesday, 22nd May, of a letter 
addressed by Sir William Bustamante (Jamaica) to His 
Excellency the Officer Administering the Government, 
alleging misbehaviour by the Mount ed Police at a meeting 
held on Monday night, the 20th May, at the Baurda Green, 
Georgetown.

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The Chief Secretary stated that he wished to make 
it quite clear that he was in no way replying to the 
letter, as it was not his place to do so, but desired 
to call attention to the comment! made in the letter 
concerning the Mouiited Police. He said that when he
read the complaint, he called for a report from the 
Commissioner of Police whose repily was that the Mounted 
Police had behaved properly. The Chief Secretary added 
that he was present at the meetihg and was therefore able 
to assess the behaviour of tbe Mounted Police. One 
horse became a lit tle excited bu it was well managed 
by its rider who withdrew to the outskirts of the crowd. 

In the circumstances, he considered it only fair

to inform members that, in his opinion, the Mounted 
Police had not behaved improperly.
