GOVERNMENT REGARDING TIMBER CONCESSIONS.

WHEREAS the leader of the Majority Party of the
Government, in a press interview on Friday, 10th
June, stated that as a result of the recent visit
of the Cuban delegation, Government was considering
entering into a partnership with Cuba to exploit
the timber resources of this Colony;

AND WHEREAS the majority of the inhabitants of
this Colony are at present opposed to the idea in
view of the present political situation in Cuba:

That this Council recommends that Government
should not enter into any negotiations with
the present Cuban Government, Cuban Companies
or individual Cubans for timber concessions
in this Colony.
