(ii) Insertion of the following proviso thereafter -

"Provided that where any Thursday is a 
public holiday, the proprietor shall make 
such payment to th�district commissioner on 
the next following day not being itself a 
public holiday." 



(b) Mr. Bowman moved the substitution of the words
11one hundred and f ifty11 for the words 11two 
hundred and fifty11 in the last line of the 
proposed section 8A(3). 

After discussion, Mr. Bowman's amendment 
was put and negatived. 

Thereafter the Finan cial Secretary's amendment 
was put ac1.u. _carried. 

Clause 2 was then passed as amended. 

Clause 3 - was p:3,ssed as printed.
