Question No. 4 

Mr. Hubbard asked the Chief Secretary the following 
question: 

QU ESTION: Will the Honourable Chief Secretary please state -

(a) the number of dismissals which bave occurred
in each grade of prison officer over the
past five years;

(b) the number of resignations which bave been
received from each grade of prison officer
over tbat period; and

(c) the names of the Superintend ents or Directors
of Prisons during that period?

The Chief Secretary gave the following reply: 

ANSWER: (a) During the past five years -

(i) 6 Prison Officers on the permanent
establishlm nt were dismissed;

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(ii) 11 Prison Officers on probation were
dismissed; and

(iii) the services of 17 Prison Officers on
probation were terminated.

(b) 12 Prison Officers on probation and 8 on the
permanent establishment resigned during the
period under reference.

(c) Mr. R. Aitken was appointed Superintendent of
Prisons with effect from 2nd November, 1955,
and the post was redesignated Director of Pris-ons
with effect from 8th August, 1959. He was g�anted
vacation leave during the period December, 1957
to August, 1958, and Major L.F. Candy, at the
time Deputy Superintendent of Prisons, acted
as Super int end ent •
