Item 1 - MR. BOWMAN'S MOTION RECOMMENDING AN INCREASE FROM
FIVE TO SEVEN YEARS OF TAX-HOLIDAY CONCESSIONS.

Mr. Bowman resumed and concluded his speech on the follow-

ing motion which was seconded by Mr. Beharry:-

WHEREAS the unemployment situation tlroughout
the Colony is progressively deteriorating and it
is generally believed that only industrial invest-
ments on a large scale can alleviate this desperate
situation and that the greatest encouragement
should be given to investors both local and foreign:

BE IT RESOLVED:

That this Council recommends to Government
that the present period of tax-holiday
concessions offered by Government to all
new industrial enterprises be increased
from five years to seven years.
