Mr. Rai expressed the view that the report was not only 
inaccurate, but also inadequate and unfair. He pointed out 
that the statement "Slavery was not incompatible with 
Christiani ty11 , attributed to him by the press, was, in fact, 
a quotation from the Reverend Mortier, a leading Methodist 
Missionary. Also he was reported to bave said 11the Church 
was not to resist civil authorit� but to obey on several 
matters", while what he did say was "the Church must obey 
the State on secular matters".
