Mr. Jackson moved and Mr. Kendall seconded the following

WHEREAS it is known that all padi harvested 
mechanically is reaped before the grain bas become 
completely matured and contains at least 24% moisture 
and which, if so stored, commences to deteriorate 
within seventy-two hours; 

AND WHEREAS it has been proved that such moisture­
laden padi could be successfully treated prior to 
tJtorage by reducing the excess moisture th:cough 
mechanical aeration or hot air drying;

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AND WHBREAS there are at present only two plants 
for e.::ctracting moisture from padi reaped which are 
both installed in the valley of the Mahaicony River;
