RESOLVED, That this Senate recommends to
Government the refund to the British Guiana United
Sad'r Islamic Anjuman of the sum of one hundred
dollars paid in terms of the Tax Ordinance,

Chapter 298, for the Private Bill intituled "An
Ordinance to incorporate certain persons as trustees
of the body known as the United Sad'r Islamic Anjuman,
to vest in such persons certain property and for
purposes connected with the matters aforesaid".
