1. SOLID WASTE TRANSFER AND DISPOSAL IN GUY ANA 

Mr. Raphael Trotman asked the Prime Minister the following questions: 

Can the Hon. Prime Minister say: 

(i) Whether the Government of Guyana received a written project proposal from M.R.F. G. 

for solid waste transfer and disposal in Guyana? 

(ii) If a written project proposal was received, when will it be provided to Members of the 

National Assembly? 

(iii) If the Government of Guyana and the M.R.F.G. signed a Memorandum of 

Understanding for the disposal of solid waste in Guyana, and if so, when? 

(Notice Paper No. 120 (Q57 Opp56) published on 2004-10-26) 

Written replies submitted by the Bon. Prime Minister: 

(i) A written project proposal from M.R.F.G. Ltd., was submitted to the Guyana Office for 

Investment (Go-Invest). 

(ii) It is not considered useful for this document to be tabled in the National Assembly at this early 

point in time. We understand that the investors are considering embarking on a feasibility 

study and an Environment Impact Assessment with the Environmental Protection Agency. 
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(iii) The Guyana Office for Investment (Go-Invest), on behalf ofthe Government of Guyana signed 

an initial Memorandum ofUnderstanding with the M.R.F. G. Project Management Ltd., for the 

disposal of solid waste in Guyana. This document indicates that the Government of Guyana 

is supportive of the establishment of a Material Recovery Facility in Guyana, contingent on 

M.R.F.G. Ltd., fulfilling the conditions of the Environmental Protection Agencies of the 

United States and Guyana. This Memorandum of Understanding was signed on the 4th 

December, 2003. 

2. BOOSTING OF THE COAST GUARD'S ABILITY 

Mr. Raphael Trotman asked the Prime Minister the following question: 

What plans, if any, are in place to boost the Coast Guard's ability to perform 

interdiction duties?

Written reply submitted by the Bon. Prime Minister:

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Written reply submitted by the Bon. Prime Minister: 

It is quite common and quite understandable that there is caution in disclosing plans for defence 

and security forces in detail. Honourable Member can be assured however that the Guyana Defence 

Force has serviceable patrol boats and aircraft and that the Government of Guyana would continue 

its programme of appropriate improvement of the capability of the Guyana Defence Force within our 

means. 

4. NATIONAL FREQUENCY MANAGEMENT UNIT 

Mr. Khemraj Ramjattan asked the Prime Minister the following questions: 

(i) Is it true that Mr. K. Nascimento c/o of a company PCCL is paid in excess of 

$237,000.00 per month out of the accounts of the National Frequency Management 

Unit? 

(ii) What services does Mr. K. Nascimento or his company provide to this Unit as 

consideration for such a monthly sum? 

(iii) Is this arrangement in any written agreement? 

(iv) How much monies have been so paid to Mr. K. Nascimento and/or PCCL out of 

National Frequency Management Unit and for what period? How long will this 

continue for?

Written replies submitted by the Bon. Prime Minister: 

Mr. Christopher A. Nascimento, through his company Public Communications Consultants 

Ltd., was retained by written Contract by the Office of the Prime Minister, on behalf of the 

Government of Guyana, as Public Communications Consultant. His tasks included advising on public 
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communications and public relations matters concerning the telecommunications sector (including the 

Modernization of Telecommunications Sector Project) and the broadcasting sector, for which 

services he was paid a monthly sum of$237,500. by the National Frequency Management Unit. 

Mr. Nascimento was first so engaged in September, 2003. His Contract expired on January 

31, 2005 and consideration is being given to its renewal as the Office of the Prime Minister conducts 

a review of its needs in the area of public communications.
