(1) Unveiling of a full-length portrait of the late President Cheddi Jagan in the Parliament

Chamber

The Speaker stated that during last Tuesday afternoon, 22* March, 2005, a full length portrait
of the late President Jagan, the fourth President of this country was unveiled in the Chamber by Mrs.
Janet Jagan, herselfa former President. The unveiling ceremony took place in the presence of a number
of Members of the Assembly from both the government and opposition benches, close relatives of the

late President, Members of the Diplomatic Corp and other invitees.

The portrait was a gift from the Government of India to the National Assembly and was
entrusted to the family of the late President for presentation to the National Assembly. He had in turn
received the portrait on behalf of the Members of National Assembly and, on their behalf and on his
own, he thanked the Government of India for the gift which had enabled the Assembly to continue the
tradition of hanging the portraits of Guyana’s Presidents on the wall of the August Chamber. He
pointed out to Members an empty panel between the late President Jagan and the late President

Burnham. That panel, he remarked, was intended to be occupied by the third President.

He reminded Members that Dr. Jagan had served as a Parliamentarian in the Chamber from
1947 to 1992 and along with the National Assembly constituted the Parliament from 1992 to 1997.
He had held offices as Member of the Legislative Council, Leader of the House, Premier and Leader

of the Minority.
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(i)  Circulation in the Parliament Chamber, the new quarterly Newsletter of the National

Assembly
The Speaker drew Members’ attention to copies of the new quarterly Newsletter of the

National Assembly which were circulated in the Parliament Chamber. He said it was an
initiative of the staff of the Parliament Office and its compilation, printing and publication took

a great deal of effort.

He congratulated those members of staff who worked to produce the Newsletter and
indicated that the publication was meant for Members of Parliament and the Press. However

when resources became available, it would be enlarged and circulated to the public.

(iv)  Mr. James Pender, Parliamentary Staff Adviser
The Speaker informed Members that Mr. James Pender, Parliamentary Staff Adviser,

who had been attached to the Parliament Office for the past six weeks, would be leaving
Guyana over the weekend. His attachment had been facilitated by the Commonwealth

Secretariat and the Commonwealth Parliamentary Association.

Mr. Pender was an Australian and derived his knowledge and experience from the
Australian Parliament, but his knowledge was vast and wide and he had placed it at their

disposal enabling them to learn a great deal from him.

On behalf of Members he thanked Mr. Pender for his invaluable work and assistance
both to himself and the staff. He said that he had compiled a document called the Pender File

and it would be with them for many years to come.

Immediately before the words “the first board” insert the words “members of” in
subsection (3).

Clause 16
The following amendments by the Minister of Health were put and carried:
® Immediately after the word “members” insert the words “,appointed by the Minister,”

in subsection (3)(d).

(i)  Immediately after the words “subsection (3)” insert the words “(a), (b) and (c)” in

subsection (4).
(i)  Substitute the following for subsection (5) -
“(5) Five members of a board shall constitute a quorum.”.

Clause 16 was then passed as amended.

Clauses 17 to 22 were passed as printed.

Clause 23
The following amendment by the Minister of Health was put and carried:
Substitute the following for subsection (2) -
“(2) A professtonal advisory committee shall consist of not more than fifteen
members appointed by a board, one of whom shall be a medical doctor, one a
dentist, one a nurse and one a pharmacist.”

Clause 23 was then passed as amended.
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Clauses 24 to 28 were passed as printed.

Clause 29
The following amendment by the Minister of Health was put and carried:
Substitute the following for subsection (2) -
“(2) A regional health authority may not enter into an agreement with another

regional health authority, a for-profit or a not-for-profit business without the

prior approval of the Minister.”.

Clause 29 was then passed as amended.
Clauses 30 to 34 were passed as printed.

Clause 35
The following amendment by the Minister of Health was put and carried:

Substitute the following for clause 35 -
“35. (1) No action or other proceeding for damages or otherwise may be commenced
against a member of the board of a regional health authority or its officers and
employees or anyone acting under the authority of the regional health authority for
anything done or not done by that person in good faith while carrying out duties or

exercising powers under this Act or the regulations or any other law.

(2) Subsection (1) shall not relieve a regional health authority from liability for injuries
caused by negligence by a person referred to in subsection (1), and the regional health
authority shall be liable for such damage in the same manner as if subsection (1) had not

been enacted.
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(3) Every person mentioned in subsection (1) shall be indemnified and saved harmless
out of the funds of the regional health authority with respect to all costs, charges and
expenses that the person incurs in relation to any action or other proceeding brought
or prosecuted against the person in connection with the duties of the person and with
respect to all other costs, charges and expenses the person incurs in connection with
those duties, except costs, charges and expenses that are occasioned by the person’s
own wilful neglect or wilful default.”.

Clause 35 was then passed as amended.

Clause 36
The following amendment by the Minister of Health was put and carried:
Substitute the following for clause 36 -
“36. Every person who violates or fails to comply with section 33(7) or (8) or section
34 commits an offence and is liable on summary conviction to a fine of five hundred
thousand dollars and to imprisonment for six months.”.

Clause 36 was then passed as amended.

Clause37
The following amendment by the Minister of Health was put and carried:
Substitute the following for subsection (2) (i) -
“(i) respecting appointments to the committees referred to in sections 22, 23 and 24 and
the operations of such committees;”.

Clause 37 was then passed as amended.

Clause 38 was passed as printed.
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Clause 39
The following amendment by the Minister of Health was put and carried:

Before the word “continue” insert the word “shall” in subsection (3).

Clause 39 was then passed as amended.

Clause 40 was passed as printed.

Assembly resumed.
On a motion by the Minister of Health the Regional Health Authorities Bill 2004 - Bill No.

26/2004 was read a third time and passed as amended.
