Advisor and his Addendum to his Report;

AND WHEREAS the Select Committee was required to present its Report to the
National Assembly by 31* January, 2006;

AND WHEREAS by Resolution No. 85 dated 15" December, 2005, the
National Assembly referred the recommendations of Study 1 of the Guyana Fiduciary
Oversight Project Report (The Bradford Report) and the Draft Revised Standing Orders
to the Select Committee;

AND WHEREAS the National Assembly stipulated that the Select
Committee must ensure that all recommendations relating to rules, procedures and
Standing Orders of the National Assembly were comprehensively considered in the light
of the aforesaid reports and reported on to the National Assembly by 31* January, 2006;
