STATEMENTS BY MINISTERS 

Shooting Incident of Geraain Wilkinson. 

The Senior Minister of Home Affairs (Government Chief Whip) 

made the following statement: 

" Mr. Speaker, Recent events have compelled me to address 

the issue of the shooting of Germain Wilkinson by a member of the 

Guyana Police Force. The Government deeply regrets the incident 

which resulted in the tragic death of the young man in the prime of 

his youth. Such regrets have already been expressed to the parents 

and relatives of the deceased by me when I met them on two 

occasions. Other members of thee Government have also expressed 

their condolences to the bereaved relatives. 
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The Government places a premium on life, and more so on the 

lives of its youthful citizens. The Government also firmly rejects 

any excessive use of force by members of the Police Force towards 

the citizens and will always insist that full and fair 

investigations be done in every case in which such force is 

allegedly used. 

Guided by this conviction, in every such case the law must 

take its course. In this matter I directed a full, fair, and 

expeditious investigation. This was done. 

Following the investigations, the police officer allegedly 

involved in the shooting incident was charged and is before the 

court. I am advised, Mr. Speaker, that if the evidence produced at 

the preliminary hearing so warrants the magistrate may commit the 

accused for trial for an offence greater than charged. 

I wish to reiterate that this Government does not condone 

brutality, the use of force unnecessarily or excessive force by the 

Police. Though the Police must face up to various demands, 

pressures and stiff challenges in our times, we nevertheless expect 

that they carry out their duties in accordance with our laws. As 

a Government, and even before, we have emphasised that they must 

carry out their tasks in a professional way, with integrity and in 

a manner becoming of their vocation. To strengthen such an 

approach, we have urged them to develop and forge links with 

communities, involve the public more in the administration and 

various aspects of the Force's work, which in turn, will only serve 

to enhance their performance. 

While the Police Force is one of the agencies in society 

responsible to ensure that our laws are upheld, it must also be 

emphasised that they, too are subjected to these laws. 

Where allegations of police wrong-doings and misconduct are 

made, as a rule, these are investigated and legal advice is sought 

on the course of action to be taken. Members will know, that 

several members of the Force have had to face charges in court for 

one or another offence. Some of these have been highlighted in the 

media and these are apart from other internal disciplinary 

measures. 

Our sense and strong feelings for justice suggest that we 

respect due process. We do not interfere with the court system. 

The court should be allowed to consider all the evidence and make 

its decision.

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Mr. Speaker, I have conveyed sincere condolences to the 

bereaved relatives of the deceased when I met with them. I take 

the opportunity to once again do so. I also take the opportunity 

to call on the leadership of the Police Force to ensure that the 

Police respect citizens' rights and adhere to the laws in carrying 

out their duties. I appeal to all Guyanese, let us work together 

not only to build our country economically but to establish a 

system that is just and based on the rule of law. 

Mr. Speaker, I feel sure that justice will prevail."
