Substitution of the following therefor:-

"waive, with reasons stated and on the grounds of
poverty, or in respect of lands to be devoted

entirely to the relief of the poor, or of victims
of abuse, to education or religious purposes, or
for any other good cause, waive all, or any part

of the cost of the said surveys and plans."

The Second Vice-President and Minister of Agriculture
(Leader of the House) moved an amendment for Dr. Roopnaraine's

amendment to read as follows:

"for reasons stated and on grounds including

the relief of the poor or victims of abuse,

the promotion of education or religion or any

other good cause,waive all, or any part of the cost

of the said surveys or plans."
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The amendment by the Second Vice-President and Minister of Agriculture

(Leader of the House), was put and carried.

Clause 2 was passed as amended.

Assembly resumed.

Third Reading
