Insertion of the following sub-section (l%) after sub-section (10):

(a) Each political party may nominate by writing:
under the hand of the secretary of the party,-
persons for appointment as scrutineers and the
Commission shall appoint the persons so nominated
as scrutineers:

Provided that no one political party may
nominate more than one scrutineer for any one
division and one scrutineer as chief scrutineer,

(b) The Commission

(i) shall, at the recuest of the political
puarty which nominate a scrutineer, remove
him from office;

(ii) may rwpove @ scrutineer from nffice, if,
in tho opinion of the Commission, such
scrutinesr is unable to perform the
functions of nis office (whether arising
from infirmity of mind or body or any
other cuuse) or has been guilty of
miscanduct,

(c) i scrutineer shiall be entitled to be present at
registration proceedings under the regulations
in the division for which he is appointed.

Provided tnot if he is absent such proceedings
shall not on that ~ccount be invalidated.

(d) A scrutineer may inspect any of the following
documents whether completed or not, in the
possession of tiho divisional registrar of the
division for which he is appointed, namely -

(i) applic.tionsg
(ii) identity papers;
(iii) notices of disallowance.
(e) . scrutineer shall not interfere with a divisional

registrar in the performance of his duties.
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(F) A chief scrutineer shall oe entitled to be
present at registration proceedings in any
division and may inspect any of the documents
specified in the regulations in the possession
of the registrire

(g) h scrutincer ~ay submit a claim on behalf of
any person in &ne division for which he is a
scrutineer who n.s, by virtue of this regulation,
; right to suomit o cleinm to be registared
correctly, as tne c.oc=z may be. Coth the
scrutincer < ¢.e ©.rwon on whose behalf he

one Representative of a List or of its own motion
to instruct the Chief Elcections Officer to
order a preliminary count of the votes cast at each
polling place and to design and issue the forms
on which the votes received by each list and the

- rejection votes shall be recorded, as well as
the procedures to be followed for reporting the
preliminzty count to the appointed counting
places and te the Elections Commission,

(4)  Any direction: of the Clections Commission to
Presiding Officers to allow agents of lists to
accompany ballot boxes to the respective counting
places be unconditional and include instructions
to the Preosiuing UfFficers and to the appointed
counting orficers o allow the said Agents to
follow thz ballot noxes into the places of
counting and to remazin in full view of the ballot
boxes at all tim:s until the commencement of

i

the counting..
