ITEM 1 . NATIONAL SECURITY (MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS NDMENT

BILL 1082 -~ Bill No. 1/1982 published 1982-03-09

The Minister of ﬁome Affairs moved the second reading of
the following Bill:

A Bill intituled An Act to amend the National
Security (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act for
the purpose of re-enacting the provisions
of Part II thereof with certain modifications.

Cde .Reepu Daman Persaud and Collymore, and the Deputy
Speaker spoke to the motion.

Thereafter, the Minister of Home Affairs replied.
The motion was then put and cgrried.

The Bill was read a second time and was, thereafter, taken
through its remaining stages and passed as printed.

ITEM 2 . MISCELLANEOUS ENACTIENTS (AMENDMENT; BILL 1982 —
Bill No, 2/1982 published 1982-03-27

. In accordance wifh Article 171(2) of the Constitution, the
Minister, Finance, in the Ministry of Economic Planning and Finance,
on behalf of the Vice-President, Economic Planning and Finance, signified

Cabinet's recommendation and moved the second reading of the following
Bill:

A Bill intituled An act to amend certain
enactments,

Cde. Reepu Daman Persaud spoke to the motion.

Thereatter the Minister, Finance, in the Ministry of
Economic Planning and Finance, replied.

The motion was then put and carried.
The Bill was read a second time.

Assembly resolved itself into Committee to consider the Bill
clause by clause.

In Committee

Clauses 1 to 4 were passed as printed,

Clause 5 The following amendments by the Minister,
Finance, in the Ministry of Economic Planning and
Finance, were put and carried:

In the new section 564 -

(a) Insertion after subsection (4) of the
following new subsections -

"(5) Notwithstanding anything
contained in this section, a distributor
of cinematograph films shall be liable

to pay such portion as is specified in
subsection (6) of the additional tax
payable under the preceding provisions

of this section and such portion of the

additional tax shall be paid in the manner

provided in that subsection.

(6) Any person who is liable to pay
any additional tax under subsection (2)
and pays the same shall be entitled to
recover from any distributor of any cinema-
tograph film such portion of the additional
tax as corresponds to the proportion of the
additional income paid by him to that dis-
tributor as rental of that cinematograph
film.".

(b) Renrmbering of existing subsections (5) to (10)
Zinclusivei as subsections (7) to (12).

(c) Insertion after the word "exhibiting", of the
words "or distributing" in subsection (9) as

renumbered,

() Substitutiom of "Subsection (7)" for "subsection (5)
in subsections (8> and (12) as renumbered.

Assembly resumed,

On a motion by the Minister, Finance, in the Ministry of
Economic Planning and Finance, the Bill was the third time and passed
as amended in Committee.
