ITEM 2 = EXTENSION OF STATE OF EVERGENCY,

The Attorney Genergl and Minigter of teggl Affgirs
moved the follawing motion:

WHEREAS by Proclamation made by the President
on tihe 28th day of November, 1991, and published in the
Gazette dated 29th November, 1951, it was declared that
a state of public emergency exists for the purposes of
article 150 of the Constitution;



AND WHEREAS in pursuance of article 150 of
the Constitution the said Proclamation shall expire
on 1llth December, 1991, unless the National Assembly
sooner resolves that it shall continuz in force for
a further period, not exceeding six months, beginning
on the date on which it would otherwise expire;

AND WHEREAS it is necessary in the public
interest that the said Proclamation shall continue in
force for a further period not exceeding six months,
unless sooner revoked:

BE IT, THEREFORE, RESOLVED THAT the
Proclamation made by the President on the 28th
day of November, 1991, and published in the
Gazette dated 29th November, 1991, in so far as
it relates to a state of public emergency, do
continue in force until the expiry of the 10th
day of June, 1992 unless soconer revokeds
