The Minister, Health, in the Ministry of Public Welfare, 
gave the following reply: 

A.N .Stvf:B.: Cde. Speaker, in reply to the question raised 
by my Parliamentary colleague in relation to 
the stand-by plant at Suddie Hospital, I wish, 
first of all, to say that the stand-by plant 
is in working order. What is happening is 
that it has occasioned a few break-downs over 
the past year. This is due to additional 
electrical medical equipment which has been 
supplied to the hospital in an attempt to 
upgrade tho services of the Suddie Hospital. 

These problems, however, are only 
occasioned when the electricity supply within 
the Suddie area is bad. Also I think I should 
note that the stand-by plant is one which has 
been at the Suddie Hosp ital prior to the rural 
electrification programme, and since our budget 
for next year includes rehabilitation for Suddie 
Hospital we should be looking at the additional 
electricity stand-by facilities to cope with 
these outages we have been having •
