.AND ·wH.EREAS the said Ordinance has been continued in 
operation until the 31st December, 1967; 

AND WHEREAS it is considered expedient that the said 
Ordinance shall be continued in operation for a further 
period of one year: 

NOW, THEREFOR~HJ, BE IT ~SOLVED: 

That the Rent Restriction Ordinance, Chapter 186, 
shall continue in force for a further period of one 
year -up to and including the 31st day of December, 1968.

A.ND ·vv~REREAS it is required that all :fRyments due 
under the abovementioned contract and the abovementionad 
agreement should be guaranteed by the Cabinet, in accord­
ance with section 2C(l) of the Public Corporations 
Ordinance, 1962 (No. 23) which guarantee requires the 
approval of the National Assembly:

That the National Assembly approve that the 
Cabinet guarantee payments to be m:Lde by the 
Cor~oration under tqe abovementioned contract 
and the abovementioned financial agreement.
