AND '.VHEREAS in the current season of · heavy rain­
fall, extensive flooding from Cane Grove, Mahaica to 
the Mahaicony Rivers extending to Aba.ry, West Coast, 
Berbice, has again resulted in tremendous losses to 
fanners; 

AND WHEREAS there are many occasions when 
inadequate rainfall also causes heavy losses to 
farmers; 

AND WHEREAS many years ago, Guyanese engineers 
completed the plans for the implementation of the 
Mahaica-Mahaicony-Abary (MMA) Drainage and Irrigation 
Scheme:

That this National Assembly calls on the 
Government to take steps to implement the 
Mahaica-~.fu.ha.icony-Abary Drainage and Irrigation 
Scheme .
