Party, 3 representing the People's National Congress,
1 representing the Progressive Liberal Party, 1
representing the Guianese Independence Movement, 1
representing the National Labour Front and 2 nominated
members selected by them from among their number.

That this Council recommends that the Secretary
of the Constitutional Committee should accompany the
delegation as its Secretary. "
