BE IT RESOLVED:

That this Council recommends that Government
should not enter into any negotiations with
the present Cuban Government, Cuban Companies
or individual Cubans for timber concessions
in this Colony.

Mr. Jai Narine Singh, Mr. Hubbard and Dr. Jagan spoke
to the motion.

Mr. Jackson was speaking when the hour of adjournment
was reached.
