Owned media should, “in line with their public-service function, provide news and current
affairs coverage of the views, statements, activities and policies of political parties in a manner
that is partial, balanced and accurate, thereby allowing the public to make informed political
choices”, and “facilitate political parties and candidates in their right of reply”;

AND WHEREAS the Memorandum of Understanding For The Support Of The Next
General Elections In Guyana, signed on 20% July, 2005, between the Government of Guyana,
GECOM and Donors, stipulates that GECOM must “facilitate agreement on appropriate
arrangements for equitable access to the state media by political parties during the campaign”,

BE IT RESOLVED:

That this National Assembly calls upon the Government to direct that by the
317 January, 2006 all State-Owned Media, should be obligated to provide adequate
coverage of the views and activities of all Parliamentary Parties and facilitate equitable
access of these Parties to their facilities for the direct publication of their views and
activities, in addition to their obligation to report Government statements and

activities;

1. To direct that these arrangements should apply both during and
outside of the campaign periods for National and Regional Elections,
