AND WHEREAS Standing Order No. 49(1) of the 

Standing Orders of the National Assembly requires 

that before any Bill be referred to a Committee, it 

has to be considered and read a second time; 

AND WHEREAS in response to the calls for further 

consultation, it is proposed to have the Bill considered 

by a Special Select Committee of the National Assembly 

before its second reading; 

BE IT RESOLVED:
