systematic violations of civil liberties, the desperate plighL of 

Haitian refugees and the recen·t expuls1on of Lhe sLaff ,;,f the 

International Civilian Mission (�fICIVIH), whlch was condemned in

its Presidential statement of 12 July 1994; 

AND WHEREAS the Security Council ,n the afo�ement1oned 

Resolution recognised the uniqL1e character of the present si tuat1on 

in Haiti, and that its deteriorating, complex and extraordinary 

nature, required an exceptional resµonae: 

AND WHEREAS the Security Council by the aforesaid Resol1,tion 

940, acting under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations, 

authorized Member States to form a multinational force under 

unified command and control and, in Lbis framework, to use ail 

necessary means to facilitate the depar,;ure from Mai t l of the 

n,i 1 i tar.y leadership, consistent W! th the Governors Island 

Agreement, the prompt return of the legitimately elected President 

and the restoration of the legit1maL� ,rnthol'i.Lies of the Government 

of Mal ti, and to C$tablish and maintain a secure and stable 

environment Lhat \olil l pernd l implementation of Lhe Gover1,ors Island 

Agreement; 

AND WHEREAS the aforen1entioned ResoluLlon Jrwlted all 

SLates, in particular those in the region, Lo provide aµpr.opr.iatc 

SU'pport. for the actions undert1.1l<en by the United Nations and by 

Member States pursuant to this and other relevant Securi t.y Council 

resolutions; 

AND WHEREAS Guyana, being a Membe� of the United Nations, is 

obLi.gated to abide by mandator, Resolutions of the Security 

Council;
