Demerara and elsewhere — which were harmful to the public welfare;

AND WHEREAS several of these killings have been of a deliberate and systematic
nature — particularly those which occurred at Agricola; Bartica;, Buxton; Eccles; Lindo Creek;
Lusignan and Bel Air, Bourda and Kitty in Georgetown — which can be classified as massacres

and have engendered alarm and despondency among the population;

AND WHEREAS some killings involved members of the Guyana Police Force, the
Guyana Defence Force and unidentified crimina gangs in which gangsters were equipped with a
variety of electronic ‘eavesdropping’ equipment, weapons and vehicles that were provided with

assistance and support by members of the Guyana Police Force;

AND WHEREAS commissions of inquiry and coroners’ inquests have not been
conducted into some unnatural deaths and criminal investigation reports by the Guyana Police

Force, with regard to the most egregious of these crimes, have often been inconclusive;

AND WHEREAS the National Assembly is the supreme legislative forum of our
Republic wherein the people’s elected representatives discuss and determine matters of national
interest and which is obliged to consider the grave threats to the public welfare and public
security which prevailed during the aforesaid period of the ‘troubles’ and which remain
