(5) The right of every state to political and economic
independence must be recognised and respected;

(8) Mankind's material and intellectual potential must be
used to solve global problems;

(9) The "balance of terror" muc% give way to comprehensive
international security;

(10) A nuclear weapon free and non-violent world requires
specific and immediate action for disarmanent;
