1. OLD AGE PENSIONS

Cde. Janet Jagan to move the following motion:

WHEREAS sections 4 and 5 of the 0ld Age Pensions Act,
Chapter 36:03, provide for certain statutory conditions to be
fulfilled by every person (Claimant) Lefore he can receive
pension and that in the calculation of the means of any person
for the purposes of the Act, account must be taken of the
income of that person from specified sources;

AND WHEREAS the person must 21lso satisfy the apprcpriate
authorities (the Poor Law Commissioners) that the monthly income
as calculated under the Act does not exceed such amount as the
Minister, by Crder, may prescribe;

AND WHEREAS the sum of $50.00 so prescribed at present
is so0 low as to depress and keep depressed below that figure
any moneys the person may ne entitled otherwise to receive, in
short, he cannct have an income of £50.00 cr more and receive
as well O0ld Age Pension of $50.00 & month;

AD WHEREAS, further, the Act provides for claims to ‘be
heard by appropriate authority "without delay" bLut many claimants
for Old Age Pension are known to suffer unconscionable delays in
receiving pensions or in having their appeals heard and often do
not know and are not notified, as provided with the reasons if
the applications are rejected;

AND WHEREAS, also section 6 empowers the Poor Law
Commissioners to take into account all information concerning
the means of any person, and shall thereupon decide whether or
not the person chzll be paid: and this proviso is so worded
as to appear to be accountable in some degree for the many
accusations of discrimination that have been made from time
to time; '

BE IT RESCLVED:

That this National Assembly cells upon the
Government -

(i) to remove the "Means Test" and raise
without deley the present figure of
850.00 2 month to o sum more in keeping
with the present cest of living, in order
to ¢sive come relief to the desperate
conciltion of so many elderly pecple; and

(ii) to nave the ocut-idated 01d Age Fensicong Act
amervled to reflect the current needs of

noenrloners.,
