AND WHEREAS the life of the said 1 Parliament was, in 
accordance with the Constitution (Amendment) Act 1991, by 
RESOLUTION ND. 3q passed by tho National Assembly on 25th March, 
1991 and assented t� by the Presid ent on 27th March, 1991, 
extended for a further ho mon<;hs to 2nd June, 1991; 

AND WHEREA3 Patliament shaJ.l on 3rd Juno, 1991, stand 
dissolved unless thore is in a�cordance with iho Constitution 
(Amendment) Act 1991, a further extersion of the life of 
Parliament; 

AND WHEREAS under article 61 of the Constitution an 
election of members of the Natiohal Assembly as to he held wi th1

th�ee months of the dissolution of Parliament; 

AND WHEREAS the prepar.ation of the offici¥ list of 
electors by house to house enumeration for all tho poliing 
divisions and the non-resident eiectors I roll cannot ,be comple tod 
by 2nd June, 1991, and further time .is needed therefor;

30th September, 1991;
