ORDERED BY THE GOVERNOR AS FOLLO\VS:-

1. This Order may be cited as the Shops Hours (Special Provision) (No. 2)
Order, 1966. 

2. Every shop, other than a restaur_ant, parlour or cookshop, barber or hair­
dresser's establishmen,t, within the urban area (as defined in section} of the Shops 
(Consolidation) Ordinance,· 1958,) the occupier of which notifies the Commissioner 
6f Police not later than the 20th day of May, 1966, that the shop will be open dur­
ing the hours of 9.30 a.m. t.o 6.00 p.m. on the 23rd or 24th May, 1966, or on both 
such dates, may be op<:n during the said hours on the date or dates so notified. 

3. Every shop, other than a restaurant, parlour or cookshop, barber or hair­
dresser's establishment as aforesaid may be open during the hours of 7.30 a.m. to 
6.00 p.m. on the 25th May, 1966.

This Order permits certain shops situate in the city of Georgetown as com­

prised within the boundaries set out in the Georgetown Town Council Ordinance 
and an area within one mile of the eastern boundary thereof and shops situate in the 
town of N_ew Amsterdam a:, comprised within the boundaries set out in the New 
Amsterdam Town C�uncil Ordinance, to be open on the 23rd, 24th and 25th May 
1966, during"the hours specified in the Order. 
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
