ME IN THAT BEHALF, | HEREBY MADE THE FOLLOWING
ORDER :

1. This Order may be cited as the Delegation of Powers (No. 2) Order,
1966.

2. The Minister for the time being charged with responsibility for the
Social Assistance Department is hercby deputed to exercise on behalf of the
Governor the power specified in the first column of the schedule to this Order
conferred on the Governor by the Ordinance mentioned in the second column
of the said schedule, subject however to the following conditions and qualifica-
tions —

(a) that the delegation of the power eftected by this Order
shall remain in force until it is varied or revoked by the
Governor;

(b) that the cxercise of the power delegated by this Order
shall be subject to any directions, either general or
particular, which the Governor may from time to time
give in that respect.
