UNDER SUBSECTION (3) OF SECTION 8 OF THE LABOUR ORDI­
NANCE, IN ACCORDANCE WITH ARTICLE 22 OF THE CONSTI­
TUTION OF BRITISH GUIANA AND BY VIRTUE AND IN 
EXERCISE OF ALL OTHER POWERS ENABLING HIM IN TIIAT 
BEHALF, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED BY THE GOVERNOR AS 
FOLLOWS:-

I. This Order may be cited as the Minimum Wages (Watchmen) Order,
1964, and shall be construed and read as one with the !vlini.mum Wages (Watch­
men) Order, 1961, hereinafter referred to as the Principal Order. 

2. Article 3 of the Principal Order is hereby amended in the following
respects -

(a) by the substitution of the figures "19.68" for the figures "15.00" in
paragraph (a) thereof;

(b) by the substitution of the number "45" for the number "33½" in
paragraph (b) thereof;

3. Article 4 of the Principal Order is hereby amended by the substitution
of the number "62" for the number "50" where the latter number appears in 

·::t paragraphs (a) and (b) thereof.
